Turn OFF the power before start the installation.

Align and mark on ceiling the position of the holes

where anchors will be installed. Drill using an 8mm

drill bit and install the supplied plastic plugs.

Screw the anchors to the plastic plugs.

Pass the support steel cables through the holes on

anchors making sure the ball-end of the cables are in

the inner part. Then, screw these assemblies into

each anchor fixed on ceiling.

Insert the other end of each cable into the adjustable

anchors mounted on top of the luminaire until they

are tight.

Reserve extra cables by wrapping them inside of the

luminaire. It is not neccessary to cut the excess off,

but ensure that the cables cannot touch any of the

electrical connections.
